Q: Is this similar to past events?

A. Classroom Education: 
• 1-hour sessions 
• CE-approved format 
• No sales allowed

Marketplace Stage (Main Stage): 
• Up to 45-minute presentations (are not CE approved) 
• Located on the show floor 
• More flexible and engaging format 
• Great for demos, brand storytelling, product education, and demonstration. 

Each serves a different purpose and offers a different opportunity. 
 

Q. What are the hours for exhibit activities vs. education? 
A. The schedule is designed to keep traffic flowing between education and the Marketplace. 

• Class programming alternates between: 
o Hair classes and Esthetics classes
